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Sitting on the Tea Table, wearing a capacious skirt that
keeps the temperature stable inside the teapot hidden in the
folds of her charming gown. is a captivating porcelain lady, a
real doll. Actually, she's only half a doll, but she's a whole
tea cozy.

From the end of the nineteenth century to early years of the
twentieth century, there was a fascination with the dress and
customs of pre-revolutionary French court. This lasted almost
to the World War Il era. The idea of women in powdered
wigs with fetching curls dangling over a dainty shoulder
seemed the utmost in femininity, especially to women who
dressed for the evening in a short flapper dress and danced the
Charleston or the lindy hop.

One of the forms that used this to advantage was the tea
cozy (a.k.a. cosy, cosey, cosie). especially those made from
what has come to be known as a half doll. These were dainty
female figures abbreviated so that they stopped at the waist or
Just below. They were originally made of fine porcelain in
Germany and marketed when women were engaging in ac-
tivities such as china painting and embroidery. They were
intended to stimulate the creativity of women, who would use
them for needlework projects. The dainty porcelain figures
were about three inches tall, with a tiny hole or two in the
front and back just below the waistline for attaching thread or
yarn. Earlier ones were made with great care and in exacting
detail. Many were made into dressing table items such as
powder box covers and pincushions, but the ones that any tea
drinker considers best are the ones used to create tea cozies.

Elaborate lace, silks, satins, and other fine fabrics are found
in a number of the cozies. Plainer teapot warmers might have
simpler fabrics such as cotton or linen, but they would have
been trimmed to accent the beauty of the lady wearing the
skirted cover. Doll tea cozies constructed in this manner
were almost always lined or padded with a fluffy wool or cot-
ton interior. Skills in crocheting or knitting could be shown in
complicated and intricate skirts made of wool yarn that held
in the warmth of the tea. When done well, this technique
made a convoluted and thick cover that required no lining or
padding, yet in the end was a charming fashion, complement-
ing the pretty porcelain lady atop it. Any cozy made with
these forms of needlework has different-sized openings on the
sides so that the spout fits in one, and handle in the other. Of-
ten the cozies were crafted for a specific teapot and would fit
properly only on the particular one because of handle place-
ment or spout height.

The firm of Dressel & Kister of Passau in what is now Ger-
many made the best ones, and they turned them out by the
thousands, mostly in the years just before 1900 to about 1930.
These were modeled. painted. and designed in a finer manner
than those by almost any other pottery: they somehow seem

to have more personality differences. The
arms and hands are of great importance to
collectors of these art forms, and Dressel &
Kister have usually put more movement and
expression into these. As in any popular por-
celain object, copies abound and quality var-
ies wildly. Herend, Heubach, Goebel and
Nippon made half dolls—so did potters of
lesser quality.

As a rule, most of the tea cozies made from
the better doll tops are crafted with more
skill and better materials, although all were
independently created. The lady keeping the
teapot warm should also please the eye. His-
torical figures such as Lady Hamilton, Ma-
dame Du Barry, and Queen Marie Antoinette
were modeled from portraits. Others resem-
bled characters from the stage, such as Jenny
Lind and Sarah Bernhardt. Mecissen shep-
herdesses and similar figures were another
source of inspiration for the porcelain tops,
and lovely costumes were made to complete
a tea cozy from them.

Many potters in other parts of the world
have made the half dolls used in making tea
cozies, and there are companies selling them
even now.  If you find one of these or in-
herit one, treasure it, but do use it. They are
a special addition to a tea table and some of
them have wonderful stories that have been
passed along with the cozy. Every cozy cre-
ated by a individual is a work of art and
heart.

Roast Rabbit on a Spit with  Boston Mustard
1 whole rabbit
% cup lard

Place rabbit on spit and cook over medium heat. Baste with lard every 5 minutes. Cook for 45
minutes. Serve with Boston mustard on the side

Boston Mustard

Y. cup mustard Seeds
% teaspoon salt

% teaspoon sugar

3 tablespoons milk

In mortar, mix mustard seeds, salt and sugar. Add milk and mix till smooth. It should be
very smooth.
